1.  Welcome and Roll Call
The Acting Chair welcomed members and conducted a roll call.

2. 2015 BEP Vendor Training Plans

3. Forms DR445 and DR446
· The Subcommittee discussed possible changes to Forms DR445 and DR446 to reflect a different way of measuring Trainees’ progress.  Members discussed changing the scoring from “Pass/Fail” to a 1-5 scale.
· Ms. Munyer believes  it would be more realistic and useful to change the scoring from Pass/Fail to a 1-5 Likert scale. This would allow staff and vendors to see where a student is strong, where they are average, and where their weaknesses lie.
· Ms. Balani recommended a 1-10 scale instead. 
· Members were divided on whether a 1-5 or 1-10 scale would be most useful.

4.   Conference Calls 
The Subcommittee members discussed having weekly or bi-weekly conference calls between the BEP Training Officer and BEP Vendors who are providing on-site training.
· Ms. Patche said it would be easier to have the call when trainees are not on the job.
· Ms. Munyer asked if vendors would prefer one group conference call or individual calls between Ms. Munyer and the vendor/trainer. Members said individual calls would be better. They said they would make time for these calls.

5. BEP Vendors Training BEP Students
Subcommittee members discussed BEP vendors providing training to BEP students.
· Kathleen asks if the vendor would realistically have time to train students twice a week. Members said it would depend on the vendor.
· Ms. Patche pointed out that if a vendor is getting paid to train a student, they need to commit to spending valuable time with each trainee. This is not baby-sitting.
· Mr. Burr said that DOR needs more qualified vendors to train students.
