MEETING SUMMARY


1. Welcome and Roll Call  
The Chair welcomed members and conducted a roll call.

2.  Discussion of Section 7215 of the CCRs.
· The Subcommittee discussed the announcements for interim facilities, selection of interim vendors, and how best to handle emergency situations, such as the death of a vendor. 
· When DOR places a new facility into interim status, DOR consults with the QLDC. However, emergency interims are unique situations and need to be handled differently. What is the best way to handle emergency interims? 
· These locations could be good opportunities for recently graduated BEP students. However, DOR Staff and Subcommittee Members don’t want to give a student a bad location, have them invest a lot of money in it, and go bankrupt. 
· Subcommittee Members discussed the possibility of giving the Program Manager the flexibility to put such locations out as 12 month interims, instead of a 6 month interim if there are no takers.
· BEP currently has 6 interim locations; none of them have been interims for more than a year.
· In case of abandonment or death, the Program Manager would have the ability to select a vendor based on the criteria in Section 7215.
· The Subcommittee agreed that changes to how DOR deals with emergency interims should be made at the level of Department procedures, not regulations. 
· Section C
· Mr. Mundy suggested picking certain facilities and designating them for students. He suggested working on CCR Section 7213.5, which deals with new vendors applying for facilities. He suggested that the Subcommittee should investigate the possibility of allowing recently graduated students who are working for licensed vendors to keep their licenses.
· Perhaps these facilities could be turned into training facilities for recently graduated students.
· Section D
· Leave it at the current regulation.
