Agenda Item 1:  Call to order
Chair Grott opened the meeting at 10:05 a.m.
Agenda Item 2:  Welcome and Introductions
Committee members present in the room were Ray Grott, Gregory Mathes, Karen Andersen, Lenore Presley, Jennifer Walsh, Brian Winic, Alexis Bosic, Sandra Hamameh (pending ATAC nominee), and DOR staff, Carrie England, and Ann Bui. Karen Sanchez, CFILC Program Director, and Kevin Hansen, Program Manager, and special guest, Kathy Laurin, PhD., AT3 Specialist and federal AT Act liaison were also present.
Agenda Item 3:  Review of Agenda and Meeting Minutes
After introductions, the committee reviewed the meeting agenda and minutes from March and June 2018 quarterly meetings.
Committee member Jennifer Walsh moved that the March and June 2018 meetings minutes and September meeting agenda be approved, and Committee member Gregory Mathes seconded the motion. Motion approved. 
Agenda Item 4:  DOR update led by Carrie England 
Ms. England provided to the committee general updates on Independent Living, Assistive Technology, and Traumatic Brain Injury Section (ILATS) activities; DOR activity on and overview of the State Price Schedule and Competitive Integrated Employment (CIE) Blueprint.
ILATS activities included announcement of Jocelyne O’Toole appointment to Staff Services Manager (SSM1) for the Independent Living Section; AGPA Grant Administrator position opening; IL staff deployment through the Functional Assessment Services Team to Raleigh NC to assist in the Hurricane Florence relief efforts; passing of SB398 that extends the sunset date for the TBI program to 2024; and Transition Grant activity for FY 2018.
Chair Grott expressed concerns over the process of State Price Schedule approval and engagement of service providers and stakeholders. 
In regard to the CIE Blueprint, committee member Mathes requested that DOR look at the landscape of work programs throughout the state as day programs for the developmentally disabled do not have a vocational goal requirement. Chair Grott suggested taking a look at the national movement, Employment First, to supplement the CIE Blueprint. Committee member Andersen commented that self-employment service providers need support and a voice at the table. Committee member Presley suggested that DOR reach out to the Social Work programs at the universities and colleges. The Committee requests that at the next quarterly meeting, Ms. England to share how DOR envisions filtering down to consumers the resources and services for employment.
Agenda Item 5: Discussion and Possible Action Items

Goals and action items for 2018 to 2019 cycle included review and approve update of AT State Plan for 2018 to 2021; review and discuss sub-Committee Assignments; nomination and voting of ATAC Vice-Chair; discuss and approve designation of Committee member representation from California Department of Developmental Disabilities (CDDS); and review, discuss and approve allocation of AT Carryover funds.
Guest speaker, Dr. Laurin, AT3 Center Specialist and AT Act Liaison, suggested that if the committee would like to combine activities for subcommittee formation, the committee should consider focusing the subcommittees around three main groups, the activities of access of AT; the activities of acquisition of AT and one separate subcommittee to focus on AT leadership activities.
Committee member Gregory Mathes nominated and motioned to appoint Jennifer Walsh as ATAC Vice-Chair, and Committee member Karen Andersen seconded the motion. Motion approved.
Committee member Gregory Mathes motioned to approve designation of committee member representation from CDDS, and Committee member Karen Andersen seconded the motion. Motion approved.
Committee member Karen Andersen motioned to approve allocation of AT Carryover funds as proposed by AT grantee with additional revisions as discussed by ATAC with guidance from AT Act liaison, Dr. Laurin, and Committee members Gregory Mathes, Alexis Bosic, and Jorge Ruiz seconded the motion. Motion approved.
