Agenda Item 1:  Call to order
Chair Grott opened the meeting at 1:05 pm.

Agenda Item 2:  Welcome and Introductions
Committee members present were: Jennifer Buzolich, Ray Grott, Gregory Mathes, Lenore Presley, Jorge Ruiz,, April Shin, Jennifer Walsh, Brian Winic, DOR staff, Carrie England, and Chris Camacho.  Ann Bui, CFILC Program Director, Kevin Hansen, CFILC Program Manager, Kyla Aquino-Irving, CFILC Marketing Manager, and Brenda Wheeler, Information and Advocacy Specialist were also on the call.

Agenda Item 3:  Review Agenda and Approve the March 12, 2019 Meeting Minutes
Motion: It was moved/seconded to approve the March 12, 2019 meeting minutes. Motion was approved by an 8-0-0 vote. (Yes – Members: Buzolich, Grott, Mathes, Presley, Ruiz, Shin, Walsh and Winic, (No – Members: 0), (Abstain – Members: 0).

Agenda Item 4:  DOR update led by Carrie England 
Department of Rehabilitation ILATS Chief England provided committee members with the updates on the prior agenda follow-up items: 

DOR Administration update:
· Irene Walela, the Deputy Director for ILCAD was promoted to a position with the Department of Aging and her last day with the DOR will be Friday June 14.  
· Victor Duron, who formerly served as the in ILATS Chief is now with the DOR Strategic Initiative Office will be serving as Acting Deputy Director for the division until the position is permanently filled.

Deaf and Disable Telecommunications Program (DDTP)
The DOR has been working with the CPUC over the last year to develop an interagency agreement as part of the (DDTP) to provide funding for Speech Generating Devices Supplemental Telecommunications Equipment.  The following are program updates: 
· This second phase of the pilot project started by CFILC will begin (if all goes as planned) on July 1.  
· DOR will begin the process of hiring staff and standing up this exciting new program.  
· After the duty statements are posted, DOR ILATS welcomes your referral of any interested applicants.
· Initially DOR plan included a time for overlap between new pilot and the prior CFILC pilot so that services to consumers would not be disrupted. Unfortunately, there were delays in developing the Interagency Agency Agreement were unavoidable; therefore, there will be a lapse of services to consumers for 1-2 quarters of FY19-20. The CPUC is aware of this temporary lap in service. 

CalFresh Expansion Program
The DOR team is also standing up another exciting new program, the CalFresh Expansion program. DOR will assist the Department of Social Services (DSS) with the implementation of the state’s CalFresh Expansion and DOR will be partnering with the ILCs to provide the services.  DSS will reimburse DOR for costs of local outreach, pre-screening, high touch application assistance, follow up, data collection and contract administration for the Independent Living Centers for one year, ending June 30, 2020.

Therefore, the DOR will be hiring one Limited Term AGPA for this program and the position will be posted in the next week.  The announcement will be shared with ATAC members and community partners. Please feel free to share this information if you or someone you know may be interested in applying.

TBI Grant Administrator 
DOR ILATS team is almost done screening applicants for the TBI Grant Administrator position, and we anticipate hiring for this position in the next week.  This person will provide grant administration to the 7 current TBI sites and will provide staff support to the TBI Advisory Board and subcommittees.

AT Carryover Funds
The ATAC will need begin brainstorming and making decisions on how the AT Carryover Funds should be spent. Currently, the AT Carryover funds total is $606,231.

Agenda Item 5: Update from Ability Tools, CFILC staff
[bookmark: _GoBack]CFILC Staff, Ann Bui, Kevin Hansen, Kyla Aquino-Irving, and Brenda Wheeler provided members with Ability Tools updates and Microsoft PowerPoint handouts. 
· CFILC is working on a final draft of the AT State Plan to submit to the DOR by July 1 for review and for DOR Directorate approval. The AT State Plan needs to be keyed into the NATADS portal by 7-31-19. The AT state plan is a 3 year will be added to the AT agenda in September 2020 on an annual basis to make revisions as needed. 

· The Ability tools report covers period from January to March 2019 and is apart of the quarterly reporting tool. 

· Members were provided updates on state level activities and state leadership activities in the PowerPoint Presentation.

· Other key highlights include:  An increase in social media activities for: Facebook 6.5%, Twitter 11.4%, Instagram 5.9%, Pinterest 6.4%. 

· The first Voice Options pilot program with 10 Demonstration sites will end on June 30, 2019. The CPUC and DOR to announce the next phase of the pilot program. There were 333 devices loaded in the first phase and the CFILC has established a wait list for consumers who are requesting short term Voice Options device loans. 

Agenda Item 6: Discussion: Feedback from ATAC regarding Ability Tools activities
Chair Grott led a discussion on Ability Tool Activities with CFILC Program Director Ann Bui. Chair Grott had a concern with tracking deliverables and the performance measures for the past four quarters.  CFILC Ann Bui explained that once NATADS is up and running the information could be pulled up for each site.  For now, the quarterly report and the reporting tool are used to report all state level and state leadership activities per quarter. Once we meet the September 30 deadline to have all AT subcontracts and partners involved and trained in NATADS, then quarter reports that show performance measures could be pulled for each quarter for each site.    

Ann Bui discussed the follow updates:
· CFILC is on track to spending down the $325,000 in AT Carryover funds
· The AT Consortium was spent for $5,000 on February 12, 2019 to support the AT Outreach event at the University of California Davis Mind Institute. 
·  The Ability Tools and Conference Training for $6,275 has been allocated and spent for the two key Ability Tools staff for the ATIA and CSUN Training. Invoices to be sent to DOR for processing.
· The demonstration training for the and the accessibility and ICT training where most AT advocates and device lending demonstration centers need support on.
· There was a AT3 training savings where the CFILC was able to complete a webinar based training and avoided flying- in an AT3 expert. CFILC is proposing the ATAC to allocate approximately $11,000 in funds for training in voter accessibility. Members were not able to vote on this proposal because the item was not on the agenda. Members did mutually agree in principle about the proposal.  

Agenda Item 7: Updates from Committee and respective communities/agencies
Member Anderson informed members that email from week for the State Council of Developmental Disabilities informing that the Department of Labor announced a new website section 14c. The purpose of the website is to collect comments from the public about the impacts of paying subminimum wage to people with disabilities. Member Anderson will send the link to the ATAC members. 

Chair Grott informed members that the AT vendors who were formerly known as the State Price Schedulers will be changing their name to an AT Supplier Directory. This change brings clarity to DOR and DGS purchasing procedures especially for state employee who need reasonable accommodations. DGS now mandates that every state department have a dedicated reasonable accommodation purchaser.
