ILATS Deputy Director Duron provided committee members with the follow-up updates:
· Carrie England transitioned to the State Independent Living Council as the Executive Director. Carrie’s position vacancy has been posted on the DOR website. Please share this vacancy widely and be prepared to recommend someone. 
· Victor Duron was formally appointed to the Deputy Director over the Independent Living and Community Access Division
· DOR appointed three additional Executive Staff members: Josefina Ramirez Notsinneh as the Deputy Director of Legislation & Communication, Michael Thomas as the Assistant Deputy Director for the Specialized Services Division and David Kwan Assistant Deputy as the Director of Administrative Services Division
· The VR portion of the Unified State Plan will be released in January 2020. The four-year plan begins July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2024 and a notice to all public stakeholders will be sent out for comment to focus on three priorities:
1. Increasing the quality and quantity of employment outcomes
2. Systems alignment coordination and integration
3. Service to business- Marketing ourselves to partners
