Training Activities consist of:
Training activities are instructional events, usually planned in advance for a specific purpose or audience that are designed to increase participants’ knowledge, skills, and competencies regarding AT.
 
Public Awareness Activities consist of:
Providing information to targeted individuals and entities relating to the availability, benefits, appropriateness and costs of assistive technology devices and services.

AT Demonstration
The AT Act describes device demonstrations as activities to “directly, or in collaboration with public and private entities, such as one-stop partners to demonstrate a variety of assistive technology devices and assistive technology services (including assisting individuals in making informed choices regarding, and providing experiences with, the devices and services), using personnel who are familiar with such devices and services and their applications.
 
AT Reuse
The AT Act describes reutilization programs as programs that provide for the exchange, repair, recycling or other reutilization of assistive technology devices, which may include redistribution through device sales, loans, rentals or donations, carried out either directly or in collaboration with public or private entities
