Agenda Item 1:  Call to order
Chair Grott opened the meeting at 1:08 p.m.
Agenda Item 2:  Welcome and Introductions
Committee members present at approved teleconference sites with public access were Ray Grott, Gregory Mathes, Karen Andersen, Lenore Presley, Jennifer Walsh, Alexis Bosic, Sandra Hamameh, Jennifer Buzolich, Jorge Ruiz, and DOR staff, Carrie England, and Ann Bui. AT Program Grantee Staff Kevin Hansen, CFILC Program Manager, and Emily Flynn, CFILC Program Coordinator also participated via teleconference.
Agenda Item 3:  Review of Agenda and Meeting Minutes
After introductions, the committee reviewed the meeting agenda and minutes from the September quarterly meeting. One edit was requested by Committee member Sandra Hamameh.
Committee member Gregory Mathes moved that the September 2018 meeting minutes as amended and December meeting agenda be approved, and Committee Vice-Chair Jennifer Walsh seconded the motion. Motion approved. 
Agenda Item 4:  DOR update led by Carrie England 
Ms. England provided to the committee general updates on Independent Living, Assistive Technology, and Traumatic Brain Injury Section (ILATS) activities; DOR activity on and update of the State Price Schedule.
ILATS activities included announcement of Chris Camacho accepting to fill the AGPA Grant Administrator position for Independent Living; passing of SB398 that extends the sunset date for the TBI program to 2024 and the ACL Partnership grant to DOR supporting the development of a TBI Advisory Board as one of the grant deliverables; two new projects that ILATS is working on for 2019 is development of interagency agreement with CA Department of Social Services to support AB1811 that reserves the CalFresh cash out policy; finalizing a partnership with the California Public Utility Commission (CPUC) to administer the second phase of the CPUC Voice Options pilot to expand services statewide to consumers with speech related disabilities in 2019; and Transition Grant activity for FY 2018.
Chair Grott expressed concerns over the process of State Price Schedule approval and engagement of service providers as well as stakeholders. 
Committee member Mathes requested that DOR explain the process of becoming a vendor and being listed in the upcoming State Price Schedule and purchasing guidelines. 
The Committee also requests that at the next quarterly meeting, Ms. England to share how DOR envisions filtering down to consumers the resources and services for employment.
Agenda Item 5: Discussion and Possible Action Items 
The committee discussed goals and action items for 2018 to 2019 cycle. Goals and action items for 2018 to 2019 cycle included review and approve update of AT State Plan for 2018 to 2021 that is due in March 2019; review and discuss sub-Committee Assignments; and approve 2019 ATAC meeting calendar.
The committee approved the following 4 subcommittees for 2019 with input from the AT Program Grantee: State Leadership Activities - AT Training and Public Awareness; State Level Activities – AT Demonstration and AT Reuse. 
Vice- Chair Jennifer Walsh motioned to approve the 4 ATAC subcommittees; AT State Plan Updates; and ATAC meeting calendar for 2019, committee member Alexis (Lexi) Bosic seconded the motion. Motion approved.
Agenda Item 6: Update from Ability Tools, CFILC staff
The committee received the quarterly report and updates from CFILC Program Manager, Kevin Hansen and CFILC Program Coordinator Emily Flynn. Mr. Hansen and Ms. Flynn provided to the committee updates on CFILC Ability Tools staff, upcoming AT training, and new contracts for the AT Device Lending and Demonstration Centers. It was announced that Karen Sanchez is no longer with CFILC as program director, however, the new program director will be announced at the next quarterly meeting. There are also 3 new employees to support with CFILC’s work and programs. 
Ms. Flynn shared the upcoming AT training webinar on AT 101 basics scheduled on December 19th at 10am. An email invitation was forwarded to the ATAC. Ms. Flynn also responded to the Committee’s inquiry about the CA fires and how the AT program has been the lead to support Cal OES and CDSS with providing disaster relief support with AT equipment and services.
Agenda Item 7: Discussion: Feedback from ATAC regarding Ability Tools activities
DOR AT Project Coordinator, Ann Bui, provided the Committee an overview of the draft CA AT Program Quarterly Reporting Tool for the Committee to review, discuss and approve as the new reporting format for the ATAC to receive quarterly reports on the AT program activities. The Committee discussed and provided amendments to the categorical sections for reporting. With the updated amendments, the Committee approved the new reporting tool.  
Agenda Item 8: Updates
The Committee shared updates within their prospective agencies and communities. Committee member Karen Andersen who also serves on the board for the North Valley State Council shared that the North Valley State Council has been discussing shelters being accessible to people with disabilities in the vulnerable areas of the CA fires. 
Agenda Item 9: Discussion of agenda items and logistics for next meeting
The Committee discussed having subcommittee breakout sessions; possible guest speakers (AT makers Demo, etc.); and presentations from State agencies (CWDB; CDE; CDDS) and other committee members such as Dr. Bosic with Riverside County Office of Education to share expertise as well as areas to support with ATAC.
ATAC Chair & Vice-Chair will prepare agenda for next meeting in early to mid-February. 
DOR AT Project Coordinator reminded the Committee to connect with DOR ILATS Administrative Lead, George Moultrie to arrange travel accommodations for the March meeting in Anaheim.
