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Title VII Chapter 2 of the Federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, authorizes and funds independent living services to individuals age 55 or older whose visual impairment makes competitive employment difficult to attain, but for whom independent living goals are feasible. The Older Individuals Who Are Blind (OIB) program aims to assist Californians, 55 and older, who are blind or severely visually impaired, live in their community of choice, function at maximum capacity, and feel valued in society.

Below are updates since the last meeting of the Blind Advisory Committee (BAC) in March 2018.

Program Reviews and Site Visits
OIB has conducted program reviews for Blind and Visually Impaired Center of Monterey (BVIC), Visually Impaired Person Support (VIPS), Center of Vision Enhancement (COVE), Valley Center for the Blind (VCB), and the Earle Baum Center (EBC) since the March 2018 BAC meeting. Technical assistance has been provided on a variety of topics and reports have been issued for BVIC, VIPS, and COVE. Other program reviews are in the process of being scheduled and OIB hopes to complete at least 3 more program reviews this calendar year.

OIB Services
The new grant cycle began October 1, 2017. DOR made 3-year awards with an option to extend for two additional years in order to facilitate funding stability for the grantees. OIB services continue across the State as the OIB program is in the third quarter of the first grant year, which ends on September 30, 2018. All but one County in California (Inyo) has OIB services available to eligible residents. See the current list of OIB service providers at the end of this report.

OIB Match
For the 2017-18 federal fiscal year, the OIB program received a total of $772,869.80 in match pledges. OIB has Match contributions pledged from six sources: BVIC in Monterey, EBC in Santa Rosa, Santa Clara Valley Blind Center, Lions Center for the Visually Impaired in Pittsburg, VISTA Center in Palo Alto, and Guide Dogs for the Blind in San Rafael. The OIB program expresses gratitude to these partners for their voluntary contributions to our Match, and desires the BAC make note of these key contributing partners. As of early June, OIB had received over 100% of the needed Match for the year. OIB has been able to pay all invoices as this provides enough match to pay invoices for the entire grant year as well as cover all OIB DOR expenses.
