· 484B Dry Stand Checklist
· 434 Checklist
· The Committee expressed frustration with the forms that are used to complete quarterly reviews because the scoring system is flawed.
· The scoring system is not fair because not all items on the checklist are applicable to every location.
· The Committee would rather have the option to include a possible answer as “not applicable” if the question on the form does not apply to a specific location.
· The Committee discussed that members have been marked down on their points because the water temperature in the handwashing sink is not hot enough.
· Vendors reported that GSA and the county also marks down if the water is not hot enough.
· There is nothing wrong with the forms 484A and 484B, the scoring is the problem.

· 7216 and 7216.1 Regulations
· 7216 covers establishing a new vending facility.
· 7216.1 covers combining or consolidating two or more sites within 50 miles of each other into a vending facility.
· There needs to be language that will allow locations to be more consolidated when they are more than 50 miles away from each other.
· Regulations proposed by Willie Shoemaker, 7216.3, were read aloud and then discussed. A copy of the proposed regulations is included in Appendix A of these minutes.
