MEETING SUMMARY

· Welcome and Roll Call
Roy Harmon welcomed attendees and conducted a roll call. A quorum was not established.

Status of the BEP Training Class
· Sherri Graham, BEP Training Officer, reported that the next BEP Training Class starts on February 11.
· There is one student, Annie Roache, enrolled in the class.
· She earned a bachelor’s degree in Health and Human Administration from the University of Minnesota.
· She completed her 20 day pre-evaluation with Barbara Moore.
· The length of the training class is now 14 weeks instead of 13 weeks. 
· Those who are accepted into the class will become ServSafe certified before the class starts.
· Prior to the start of class, those accepted will take the 2-hour online class for Preventing Sexual Harassment offered by the California Restaurant Association.
· Employers are now required to provide at least one hour of Sexual Harassment and Discrimination Prevention Training to all employees.
· Vendors may telephone the Trainer to participate in a one hour coaching session on subjects that are covered in the training, such as:
· How to apply for facilities?
· How to conduct an interview.
· There is a new invoicing process for OST and pre-evaluations.
