MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· Max Duarte welcomed the attendees and conducted a roll call.

Discussion of items related to Worker’s Compensation Insurance
· Amber Davis of LWP reviewed the Stewardship Report completed in January 2019
· A summary of the past 15 years showed that a total of 346 claims were processed and $5,895,298 was paid to settle the claims.
· A summary of the past 5 years of claims, by individual vendors, recorded:
· 85 claims were reported by 28 vendors.
· There were 44 claims for lost time costing about $52,000 per claim.
· There were 41 claims for medical treatment only (no lost time) bringing the average claim, including both medical treatments only and lost work claims, to an average of $27,000 per claim.
· Within the 85 claims were 2 claims involving settlements for automobile accidents.
· The report can be requested to provide specific information by making the request to Amber Davis.

Health Insurance, Life Insurance, and Dental Plans
Nav Mahl, ORIM
· Health Insurance
· A discussion ensued about the question of a program that might be in place to assist a vendor paying health insurance premiums who has been displaced from a location due to circumstances that are beyond the vendor’s control, such as remodeling or construction?
· As the Committee discussed the possibility, Willie Shoemaker informed the Committee that the vendors would have to vote on the issue.
· Joe Murphy reported that the Federal regulations do address this issue under Fair and Reasonable.

· Dental Plans
· United health Care Dental, PPO $21.58 per month.

· Life Insurance Plans
· The Department pays for Life Insurance for active vendors. The premium is paid out of the vending machine commissions.
· Supplemental Insurance, up to $80,000, is available through ORIM.
· Vendors may purchase the insurance without a physical if the policy is purchased when they first join the Program.
· Vendors should contact Nav if they would like to purchase the insurance.
· Vendors should update their beneficiaries every year.

Open Forum
