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MEETING SUMMARY
Welcome and Roll Call
· The Chair welcomed the attendees and conducted a roll call.

Discussion of Possible Changes to Regulations
· Zach Mundy reported that DOR sent a letter to RSA on March 7 asking for an update on the status of the regulations packet containing changes for 7221. The Department has not yet received a response.
· Zach also reported that RSA hired two additional attorneys.
· The Committee asked for a status update on MOTION 2019.5:
“Move that all future CVPC elections be overseen by an unbiased outside entity who specializes in conducting elections.”
· Zach Mundy read the Department’s response to the motion:
· “Pursuant to CCR Section 7211 (a)(18), the Director will identify and appoint either a departmental employee or an independent agent under contract with the Department to conduct the CVPC election no later than September 2019. Should a departmental employee be appointed, s/he shall be part of a three-member election panel, with the two other members being vendors who are not nominees and approved by the CVPC. Should an independent agent be appointed, the contract will be with another state entity independent of DOR, in compliance with Government Code section 19130 regarding the standards for use of personal service contracts.”
· Zach also explained that the Department is not allowed to contract with an outside agency if a State Agency is able to perform the needed service.
· The Committee discussed the Department’s response, concluding that if an outside source, unaffiliated with another State Office did not oversee the election, the same problems will persist.
· The Committee agreed that either the Regulations need to be changed or a grievance may need to be filed.

Review the wording of revised section 7216.4 to send to the Department
· The attendees discussed the concepts in the proposed regulations 7216.4.
· In order for a vendor to resign a satellite, the vendor must have been running the satellite for minimum of 183 days. 
· Remove any language that refers to a separate location number assigned to a satellite.

Quarterly Reviews
· The Committee has agreed to not work on documents pertaining to quarterly reviews at this time as changes on regulations is the priority.


Open Floor Forum
· Zach Munday reported that the DOR has a vacancy for a Regulations Analyst at this time.
· 7216.4, 7216.3, and 7220.6 are the regulations that the DOR will work on.  
· The next meeting will be held on May 14, 2019
