Updates on Interim Locations
Kelly Snow reported:
· Location 304, Los Angeles Hall of Records and Van Nuys Office Building, was awarded and the vendor will be announced shortly.
· 1042 East County Alameda Courthouse, Dublin will be going out for announcement.
· 727 IRS City Hall State Building Federal will be going out combined with 738
· 738 Warlow Roadside Rest will be going out combined with 727
· 865 Fairview Development Center in Los Angeles, until July 15. 

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· 1034 Veterans Home, Yountville. It will be circulated as an interim.
· There is one applicant. 
· 727-738 IRS City Hall State Building Federal combined with Warlow Roadside Rest will be circulated as a Primary
· It was discussed that lower sales for December and January could be attributed to the government shutdown and because of a kitchen fire.
· Tristen recommended adding the post office when the contract expires.
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Development of New and Existing Facilities
· 896 East End
· Based on the estimated sales, the location would be just coffee carts and vending machines.
· There are two coffee carts that are open now and one more is available to open.
· The plan that will be presented is to convert one of the coffee cart areas to a kitchen so that the operator is able to prepare some items on the premises.
· DGS is considering turning the restaurant area, the bar and the kitchen into office space.
· Member Willie Shoemaker requested to get the plan in writing so that the information is documented to the CVPC.
· DGS and BEP have a meeting scheduled for April 24. Zach Mundy will follow-up.
· A discussion took place with the Committee asking why estimates, rather than actual numbers, were used.
· Colleen Bowden reported that when only the vending carts and the coffee bars were in operation, the location was making Primary numbers.
· After the restaurant opened, the numbers were dragged down; the BEP does not have the numbers that include when the restaurant was in operation.

· The owners of the Ziggurat building are asking for a five year waiver. 
· Reynold Chen is not interested in operating the cafeteria.

· Harry Begian stated that the waiver must go to the CVPC if the owner is asking for longer than a three year waiver.
