MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· Max Duarte welcomed the attendees and conducted a roll call.

Discussion with Whiteboard Risk and Insurance
· John Tiller reported that he and two others founded Whiteboard about five years ago.
· The company specializes in Workers Compensation and group health benefits.
· The company proactively manages workman’s compensation claims and data.
· BEP claims from January 1, 2015 to June 26, 2018 will be discussed.
· There were 52 claims during the period; 14 claims are still open. 
· 9 claims have been open for over one year.
· 10 of the claims have been litigated.
· Contusions, strains, sprains, lacerations, falls, burns, cuts and cumulative trauma injuries amounted to $913,000 paid out in claims.
· The injuries resulted in $263,000 in short term disability lost wages and permanent disability.
· The medical cost was $540,000. 
· Qualified medical exams cost roughly $1.1 million dollars.
· The goal of Whiteboard is to keep claims as low as possible and to reduce litigation and reduce first aid claims.
· At the time of an incident, Whiteboard records a statement of how the injury occurred.
· When an injury happens, call 911 if life and limb are involved. For lesser injuries, Whiteboard has 24 hour care available to treat the patient with first aid.
· Whiteboard works to have the employee back at work within 24 hours.
· The majority of your claims could be handled by general first aid.
· Whiteboard requires employees to read the employee handbook which includes language of how work related injuries will be handled. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Whiteboard can send an EMT to the site to provide first aid.
· Whiteboard has Safety and Training videos demonstrating how to perform jobs safely.
· Whiteboard employs specialists in Human Resources, and they are available to answer related questions.
· Whiteboard will propose an all-inclusive cost for a period of one year; the plan will be reviewed yearly.
· Whitehead has 250 sites and employs 550 people.
· Carrie Willson reported that the contract with Alliance is through June 30, 2024.
· John would like to get more information about the Captive in order to put a proposal together. 
· There is a new program, Cal-eProcure, which explains the process of doing business with the State of California.
· Chris will send a list of questions to Max that need to be answered before a proposal can be made.
