· 727/738 Fresno City Hall/Warlow Rest Area, a Primary location. The announcement closed May 2. The walk-through will be May 23. The selection is scheduled for June 4. There is one applicant.
· 896 East End, a Primary Location. The announcement closed May 6; the walk through will take place on May 30. The selection is June 10. There are 6 applicants.
· 1034 Veterans Home of California, Yountville and Napa State Hospital. The announcement closed on May 18. The selection will take place on May 28. There is one applicant.

Development of New and Existing Facilities
· A conversation took place regarding location 1038 Santa Clara Family Justice Center Courthouse. 
· The current BEP Vendor reports that the location is not meeting Primary earnings. The Committee requests that it be put on the agenda for the next meeting and for the BEP Vendor and the BEC to be invited to participate in the discussion.
· Tristen Kelley inquired if there had been any response from the mailing sent to the State Colleges.
· No replies have been received.
· The Department reported that there is a walk-through and tour of the prison in Dublin at the end of the month.

Existing Facilities Upgrades and Remodels
· The Escape Shack
· The BEP has made a request to RSA to purchase a new trailer. 
· RSA has not approved the request.
· BEP has been working with the Navy to locate a new site on the premises to operate a BEP facility.
· The fees that the DGS gave to replace the structure is approximately $1,000,000.
· RSA is not endorsing using matchable funds to replace the structure.
· East End
· DGS has put in a request to convert the restaurant back to office space. 
· If DGS chooses to convert the restaurant to office space, BEP will request a space to be used as a warehouse and a place to produce food to put into the vending machines and sell in the coffee carts.
· Security at Roadside Rest Stops
· A drawing with the latest request for a security system was sent to Cal Trans on February 21; BEP is awaiting a response.
