MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· The Chair welcomed the attendees and conducted a roll call.

Updates on Interim Locations
· 1034 Veterans’ Home and State Hospital was awarded to Steve Alford.
· 727/738 Fresno City Hall and Warlow Roadside Rest was announced twice as a Primary location and no applications were received.
· The BEP is asking the Committee’s input on how to announce the location.
· The Committee suggested to announce the two locations as two different satellite locations.
· 304, Los Angeles Hall of Records and Van Nuys State Office Building was awarded to Steve Alford in April and will be reviewed in October.

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· 896 East End: the selection took place on June 10 and was awarded to BEP Vendor Annie Roache.
· The Department reported that DGS requested a waiver for the restaurant/bar in the East End location.
· Initially DGS informed the department that it planned to convert the restaurant/bar to office space but have recently decided that they want it to remain as a restaurant/bar.  The selected vendor declined the opportunity to operate the restaurant/bar at this time.
· A discussion ensued regarding the possibility of DGS leasing out the space.
· Willie Shoemaker pointed out that the restaurant has never been sent out as a regular BEP location, with regular BEP hours, including the restaurant, the vending and the coffee carts.
· Tristen Kelly stated that the Department knew on Friday that a waiver was going to be requested and should have canceled the interviews.
· David Burr reported that the request for the waiver came in on Monday at 12:53, after the selections had been held.
· The Committee requested a copy of the request for a waiver of the East End.
· FAA, Palmdale: the permit was completed last week. Once signed, it will be announced as an interim.

Development of New and Existing Facilities including Upgrades and Remodels
· The Department had no updates to report.
· The Committee asked for an update on the Escape Shack.
· David Burr reported that there is no new information on this topic and that he, Zach, and other BEP staff have been working with the Navy searching for an alternate site. 

· The Committee recommended that a food truck be put in that location.
· Willie Shoemaker reported that finding a solution to replace the Escape Shack has been under discussion for years.
· QLDC recommended that the Department propose to the Navy to put a food truck on the location.
· Andy Brown pointed out that the legal requirements for food trucks are different than a brick and mortar location.
· Wille Shoemaker urged that the Department research the viability of a food truck at the location.

Potential New Facilities 
Denise Mendoza reported:
· She contacted a woman who is on the Board of Directors of State Colleges.
· The woman had never heard of the Business Enterprises Program.
· She said that she would check to see if BEP Vendors are able to do business with the Community Colleges.
· She reported that the staff of State colleges are State employees.
· David Burr reported that Zach Mundy will be reporting on this subject at the upcoming CVPC meeting.

David Burr reported:
· BEP has an appointment to tour the Dublin Federal prison next month.
· BEP will discuss the Randolph-Sheppard Act with the staff.
· BEP is working with DGS on the development of the Sacramento and Modesto Judicial buildings.
· BEP is also working with DGS on the P Street and O Street Buildings.

Waivers
· 1050, Cal Trans in Marysville.
· The Committee recommended that the Department put the location out a second time. It was announced a second time and there were no applicants.

Motion: Willie Shoemaker moved to waive location 1050Marysville.
Andy brown seconded the motion.
Vote: Paul, yes; Andy, yes; Willie, yes; Steve, no; Andrew, yes. The motion passed.

· The East End Complex
· The Committee does not want to waive the East End. Steve Alford made a motion to not waive the East End Location. Willie Shoemaker seconded the motion.
· Tristen Kelly explained that a “yes” vote is a vote to not waive the location. A “no” vote favors waiving the location.
Vote:
Paul; yes; Andy, no; Willie; yes; Steve, yes; Andrew, yes.
The motion passed. The Committee voted not to waive the East End location.

Open Forum
· A discussion ensued over the possibility of raising the minimum income for a Primary location from the current $3,550 per month to a $5,000 net income per month.
· The new net income would apply to any facility when it is announced.
· Tie the new net income to an index or to the minimum wage.
· The Committee will speak with the CVPC about asking the Rules Committee to consider this matter.
· According to regulations 7211.2, “Adequate Net Income” means, for purposes of Welfare and Institutions Code section 19631, minimum projected net income of $3,300 per month to place a licensee or vendor in a newly established or previously established vending facility or in a vending facility formed by combining or consolidating two or more sites.  The Department shall annually review this minimum income level and adjust based upon the changes in the California Necessities Index.  
· The next meeting is July 10, 2019.
