Welcome and Roll Call
· The Chair welcomed attendees and a roll call was taken.

Updates on Interim Locations
· There is a total of four interim locations available.

· Interviews will be held on June 20, 2018.
· There are 2 applicants.

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· There are no new announcements.
· Recent Selections:
· 885 High Desert State Prison was awarded to Rocio Fonseca. 
· 883 Pleasant Valley State Prison was awarded to Juan Carlos.
· 1016 San Francisco Federal Building and Hall of Justice was awarded to Reynold Chen as a Satellite.

Waivers
· Los Banos Courthouse requested a waiver.
· It is a new Courthouse.
· It is a small facility.
· It has no running water and no electricity.
· There are 28 people in the building and approximating 63 visitors per day.
· The BEP will send out information on the Los Banos Courthouse prior to the next QLDC meeting.

Development of New and Existing Facilities
· California Conservation Corp, Stockton
· The Committee discussed the possibility of establishing a BEP location at the facility.
· Zach Mundy suggested that Bill Hubbard research the site to and provide a report on the feasibility of the location.
· LAX Airport, TSA Security Guard
· There are 200 people in the building with about 25 visitors per day.
· There are three vending machines in the area.
· The Committee and the BEP staff agreed that if the facility is in Elvia Jauregui’s location, the site should go to her.
· If the location is not in Elvia’s location, the location will be announced as a Satellite. 
· Exterior Food Service Coffee Kiosk, San Diego
· The BEP Vendor in the building is not interested in the Kiosk.
· There will be electricity and water on site.
· The proposed size of the location is 120 square feet.
· The Footprint data is not available.
· The Kiosk is not visible from the street.
· BEP estimates the initial equipment purchase would need to be approximately $82,000.
· The installation of equipment will be will an additional charge.
· There are two locations that sell coffee that are directly across the street from the Kiosk.

· The BEP proposes to waive the site and to let GSA, or a third-party vendor, make the initial investment.
· The Committee would like more information about the earning potential of the site.
· Tristen will ask the Committee to provide a list of questions that they want answered and submit them to Bill Hubbard, Kelly Snow, and David Burr within ten days.
· Fremont Courthouse and Hayward Courthouse
· Fremont Courthouse
· There are 100 people in the building and between 100-200 visitors per day.
· There used to be someone operating the Snack Bar. The operator left and left his equipment.
· Michael Kong would like to have someone in the Fremont Snack Bar, but no vending machines.
· Hayward Courthouse
· There are 200 people in the building and between 200-400 visitors per day.
· There is a Snack Bar being operated at the Hayward location. 
· Michael Kong expressed interest in putting vending machines in Hayward.
· There is differing information on what the BEP understands that the location wants and what Tristen Kelly reported that the location wants.
· More information, including a location survey, is needed.
· Kelly Snow will contact Michael Kong and will provide a report at the next QLDC meeting.

Existing Facilities Upgrades and Remodels
· There are no new updates.

Potential New Facilities
· Federal Prisons
· Kelly Snow is still trying to locate a contact for Federal Prisons.
· BEP is still working on a “feeler” letter to the colleges.
· There is a State Hospital in Stockton that Denise Hudson-Mendoza has contacted. She will forward the contact information to Bill Hubbard.
· VA Hospital in Chula Vista 
· Location needs to be researched as a potential BEP location.
