· 758 East District County Courts Building, Pomona will be announced in October.

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· Fremont Hall of Justice and Hayward Hall of Justice
· Fremont has 100 staff and approximately 200 visitors daily
· Hayward Hall of Justice has 200 staff and about 400 visitors daily.
· The net income is projected at $500
· The Department asked if there were any objections to putting it out as a satellite.
· There were no objections.
· 869 Veterans Administration Building in San Diego
· There are two separate facilities
· One is a Vending facility. 
· One is a Snack Bar.
· It is an existing Primary location.
· Monthly Sales are about $23,000.
· Net income is about $4,000 monthly.
· The Committee agrees that it should go out as a Primary.

Development of New and Existing Facilities
· There is nothing new to report.

Potential New Facilities
· California Delta Conservation Corps in downtown Sacramento.
· Bill Hubbard and Paul Patche toured the site on July 9.
· The site is about 300 square feet.
· There are 100 employees and no visitors.
· There are two vending machines being serviced by VMU.
· Commissions reported were $25 per month.
· Denise Hudson-Mendoza would like to learn about the possibility of selling to the California Delta Conversation Corps in Stockton where there are dorm rooms.
· Anthony Szi requested that the US Post office on Willow Glen Meridian in San Jose be listed on next agenda. 
· The DOR is focused on Federal Penitentiaries and are working on drafting a Priority Letter.
· BEP has been in contact with other states to determine how they approach the Federal Prisons.
· Carter and Coffee Kiosk in San Diego: the QLDC was to provide a list of questions regarding the facility, but, to date, none have been received.
· It is expected to be completed in 2020 or 2021. 
· It was originally planned to be 120 square feet; they are now considering increasing it to 252 square feet.
· The BEP Architect is reviewing the construction plans.
· State Colleges
· BEP chose to concentrate on Stanislaus State University and contacted a woman who is a buyer for the colleges.
· We sent the Priority Letter, informing the college about the Randolph-Sheppard Act.
· We will continue to follow-up to determine if there is an opportunity for the BEP.

Waivers
· [bookmark: _Hlk525137126]Mule Creek Prison Cafeteria. A wavier was renewed for three years. The prison has asked for BEP to make a five year waiver as they want to solicitate for an operator in the kitchen but feel that three years is not enough time for the location to be attractive to prospective operators.
· Los Banos Courthouse would like a waiver for a Hot Dog Cart. A Veteran is interested in operating a Hot Dog Cart on the premises.
· Brea Courthouse in Martinez. There is an exterior Coffee Kiosk that DOR bought years ago. It is about 70 square feet; there is not a three compartment sink and it requires extensive electrical repairs. The Courthouse is asking for a 3 year waiver to allow them to offer the location to a private party.

Andy Brown motions to waive Mule Creek Prison Cafeteria for five years, waive a Hot Dog cart at the Los Banos Courthouse for three years, and waive the Coffee Kiosk at the Brea Courthouse for three years.

Existing Facilities Upgrades and Remodels

· Andrew Kilpatrick suggested that the Courthouse in Vista be explored as a possible location for vending machines.

Report on Food Trucks/Food Carts
Steve Alford reported:
· Two types of carts would be ideal: One is for a Dry Stand and the is for Coffee Carts or Hot Dog Stands
· The Dry Stand Model is attached to an electric bicycle.
· It could be used by high partials.
· Only pre-packaged goods could be sold from this type of cart.
· The price ranges from $3,500 to $4,000.
· The Wet Model is attached to a trailer.
· The price range is $8,000 to $10,000.
