MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· Sandy Balani welcomed the attendees and a roll call was taken.

Update on the Hiring of a BEP Training Officer
David Burr, BEP Operations Manager
David Burr reported that the position was posted in February.
· DOR has received nine applications over the past five months.
· The position in based in Albany at the Orientation Center for the Blind and it will remain posted “until filled.”
· Two applicants seem promising, but there is a “soft” hiring freeze in place and it is uncertain when the position will be filled.
· Classes usually start in August and February, although this year there will not be a class starting in August.
· DOR hopes to have a class in February.
· Julie Wakamoto reported that two consumers contacted her to provide a 30-day pre-evaluation and she told them to work with their counselor to schedule a pre-evaluation.

· It was suggested that some BEP vendors train to become Serv/Safe Trainers/Proctors so they are able to participate in that role at future trainings.
