MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· Harry Begian welcomed attendees and a roll call was taken.

Updates on Interim Locations
Elizabeth Barrios reported:
· 304 Los Angeles County Hall of Records and the State Building in Van Nuys was awarded to Steve Alford in April of 2019. The Interim status expired in October of 2019.
· 1038 Santa Clara Family Courthouse was awarded to Nasir Aqbal and will be discussed in the next section.
· 334 Federal Court Building and Crystal Springs Roadside Rest will be discussed in the next section.
 
Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
Elizabeth Barrios reported:
· 535 Sacramento County Courthouse; the announcement closed on June 30 and one application was received. The interview will be held on July 23, 2020.
· 427 Central Justice Center in Santa Ana. The announcement closed July 4. Three applications were received, and an interview date will be set.
· 563 Federal Building in San Diego was announcement and it closed on July 13. Three applications were received.
· 898 Mule Creek Prison. The announcement went out one time; one application was received. The Prison has asked that the announcement be distributed again.
· 1038 Santa Clara Family Courthouse was awarded to Nasir Aqbal. Nasir has accepted another location and will resign this location.
· A discussion ensued about waiving the Federal Court Building in San Francisco. 
· David Burr added that because of closures of buildings due to the COVID-19 pandemic, walk-throughs may not be possible, but BEP will do everything possible to scheduled them

Waivers

Motion:

· David Burr announced that the Department will issue vending at the Crystal Springs SRRA as a satellite.

Motion:
Tristen Kelley made a motion to waive the food service at the San Jose Courthouse. The motion was seconded by Sandy Balani. 
The motion passed.
· A discussion took place regarding the possibility of combining the Lundy Post Office in San Jose with the vending in the San Jose Courthouse.

David Burr asked the Committee to consider approving a process for streamlining the issuance of waivers. He explained that because of the reduction of workforce in State buildings due to the COVID-19 pandemic, up to 70% of staff may be teleworking. 

He suggested creating a protocol to approve waivers, such as: If an announcement for a location has gone out twice and there are no applications received, the BEP may waive the location without input from the QLDC.  

The QLDC does not agree with recognizing a format for waivers.

Motion:

Tristen Kelley moves that the Department brings all waivers to the QLDC for a vote prior to waiving locations. The motion was seconded by Willie Shoemaker.

Harry Begian reported that several BEP vendors would like to resign satellite locations that were added to their primary as they are unprofitable and bring down the earnings of the primary location. The Committee discussed the issue and Willie Shoemaker reported that the Rules Committee has been working on a change in Regulations 7216.4 for the past two years that addresses this issue.
