MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· The Chair welcomed attendees and a roll call was taken.

Updates on Interim Locations
· 1034 Yountville Veterans Home was awarded to Steve Alford and will be up for review in November.
· 304 Los Angeles Hall of Records was awarded to Steve Alford and will be up for review in October.
· 865 Fairview Development Center will soon be closing permanently.

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· A Draft Announcement for the Satellite location State Printing Plant was distributed.
· It was part of location 706, Cal Trans Farmer’s Market.
· A discussion took place regarding the possibility of displacing a vendor. Zach Mundy explained that this has always been a satellite location that is moving to a different address as a satellite. 
· Tristen Kelly stated that the same vendor who is now operating the location should also be operated by the vendor who is currently operating it.
· At the time the vendor bid on the location, it was a satellite that was part of a primary operation.
· Zach Mundy reported that BEP has removed a satellite from a location and attached it to another satellite.
· Willie Shoemaker questioned whether it is legal to take away part of a BEP Vendor’s location. 
· David Burr pointed out that the agreement that BEP has with the location is tied to an address, not a department.
· Harry Begian voiced his opinion that the location that is being moved should follow the vendor who is now operating it.
· Zachary Mundy invited the Committee to make a recommendation on how to handle this.
· Paul Patche and Steve Alford have been asked to participate in a task force to create suggested policy for future situations.

Willie moved a motion that was seconded by Andrew Kilpatrick:
Motion:
Move that the Vendor at the State Printing Plant located at 4470 7th Street, Sacramento, remain the vendor when the location is moved to West Sacramento in August 2019.
Vote: Andrew Kilpatrick, yes; Paul Patche, II, yes; Willie Shoemaker, yes; Steve Alford, yes. The motion passed.
 
Development of New and Existing Facilities including Upgrades and Remodels
· There are no updates.

Potential New Facilities
· A discussion took place regarding potential new facilities.
· Tristen Kelley reported that the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) has a state-wide meeting scheduled. After the meeting takes place, the possibility of putting vending machines in DMV offices will be revisited.
· Elizabeth Barrios reported that she visited the Elkhorn Rest Area off Highway 5. 
· They do not have the infrastructure to support vending machines and are not interested in placing them at the location.
· State Colleges
· Willie Shoemaker suggested that the court findings regarding BEP priority in State colleges be read aloud to the committee. He explains that it clarifies that the BEP does not have priority in California universities or Junior colleges. Its entirety is included in the appendix.
· BEP’s priority in CSU’s is not addressed in the decision and the Department will continue to work on clarifying the priority.
· Federal Prisons
· Zach, David, and Carlene toured the Dublin federal prison, a women’s prison.
· The prison officials were very open to working with the BEP.
· Zach will send a permit to the prison so that it can be processed by the proper staff.

Waivers
· Woodland Courthouse
· There are 240 staff members and 90 visitors, including jurors and attorneys.
· The space is 160 square feet and the current operator has an off-site kitchen.
· The site sells about 20 sandwiches per day.
Motion to waive the location:
Paul Patche, II made a motion to waive the facility in the Woodland Courthouse. Willie Shoemaker seconded the motion.
Vote: Andrew Kilpatrick, yes; Paul Patche, II, yes; Willie Shoemaker, yes; Steve Alford, no.
The motion passed.

· David Burr reported that two waivers (Department of Transportation in Marysville and the Cal Trans building in Eureka) were supported by the QLDC for a period of three years. 
· At the CVPC meeting held in June 2019, the CVPC authorized the QLDC to grant five year waivers.
· David Burr asked the Committee if they supported five year waivers for the Department of Transportation in Marysville and the Cal Trans Building in Eureka. The Committee agreed that both locations should receive five year waivers.

Open Forum
· The next meeting of the QLDC will be held on September 11.
· A California Facility (prison) in Lancaster was turned over to State Control and contracted through the BEP Vending Machine Unit.

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Appendix A 

Potential New Facilities
· Priority of Universities of California, California State Universities and California Junior Colleges
· Elizabeth Barrios provided the following overview of Morrison vs Premo:
· In 1995, four licensed BEP vendors filed suit against Brenda Premo, the Director of the Department of Rehabilitation in Sacramento County Superior Court for the Department failing to "actively pursue all commissions from vending facilities on college properties. “
· The suit included vending facilities at UC, CSU and Community College campuses. All three maintained that they were not subject to Randolph Sheppard priority.
· The UC’s stated that their UC system is governed by the Regents of the UC’s, which under California Constitution, has full power over the UC’s, not the State of California. The UC’s stated that the Regents are not a body or agency of the state, so UC property does not fall under the definition of state property. The court agreed. It is noted that their property is not taxed as a state property.
· The Community Colleges made a similar argument, explaining that each community college district had a Board of Governors that held the property of each district, and this this property was not "state property". The State has no responsibility or oversight of their property. The court agreed. It is noted that the Board holds title to their property to manage and control them.
· The CSU’s had a different claim, they stated that state law provides for a different use of vending machine revenue for the CSU system. The CSU’s argued that the revenue was employed for the benefit of the CSU students, and therefore had no revenue to give to BEP.  The court did not address their claim in the final judgment.
· However, the CSU’s never claimed that the BEP priority over state property did not apply to them and there is not statute to indicate otherwise. The Morrison and Premo decision did not address their claim.
· The CSU’s argued that they have statutory authority to keep the revenue generated by their vending facilities for the benefits of CSU students. There is statute to this effect to allow student organizations to run their vending facilities and retain the revenue.
· These are BEP findings that were reviewed from the State Archives. There were no digital files available on this case.
