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MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· The Chair welcomed attendees and a roll call was taken. The Chair introduced the new BEC, Larry Fowlks.

Updates on Interim Locations
· 1034, Veterans Homes of California: will be announced in November
· 865, Fairview Developmental facility: was supposed to close in July 2019; it is being operated on a month to month basis
· 304, LA Hall of Records; It will be announced in October.
· Zach Mundy lead a discussion regarding the possibility of extending the Interim status for another six months to allow the vendor to recoup the investment of opening the location.
· Palmdale FAA: the location closed on the 24th; it was announced as a satellite. A walk-through will take place on September 12.
· 891, EPA Sacramento. The financial data was discussed comparing the actual numbers to estimated numbers. The Department determined that the location should do about $8,600 on the bottom line.
· 1000 more people will be added to the building.
· Zach reported that the building is being remodeled and people have been moving out of the floors to accommodate the remodeling.

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· There was nothing new to report.

Development of New and Existing Facilities Including Upgrades and Remodels.

Potential New Facilities
David Burr reported:
It was determined that BEP did not have priority at UC’s or JC’s. BEP may have an opportunity at California State University with servicing vending machines. Letters inquiring into the possibility were sent to 26 State Colleges throughout California. To date, no responses have been received.

BEP communicated with Sacramento State and submitted a Public Records request. We learned that Sacramento State has more vending machines than were declared in response to the Public Records Request. BEP wrote to Sacramento State asking why there was a discrepancy.

David reported that he will follow-up with other colleges by sending a second letter asking about priority.

Zach gave a report on the permit sent to Dublin Prison on August 13. Personnel from the prison asked clarifying questions: they are unsure if the permit can be signed locally or if someone higher needs to sign it.

Kelly Snow reported that he wrote a letter to California State University Stanislaus asking about BEP servicing the facility.

A BEP Vendor asked how does the Department look at DOD locations? Is there a way to look at them from a different approach?
Zach reported that Ability One does a lot of federal contracting, but he does not know if Ability One has the vending contract.
