MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· The Chair welcomed attendees and a roll call was taken. 

Updates on Interim Locations
· 304 LA Hall of Records; Steve Alford is operating it on an interim basis.
· 865 Fair View Development Center in Costa Mesa is scheduled to close permanently in December. 
· 1034 Veteran’s Home in Yountville is being operated as an interim by Steve Alford; it will be reviewed in December. 

Current Pending Announcements and Upcoming Interviews
· 1049 Federal Aviation in Palmdale. It has been announced twice. There is one applicant; a walk through will be scheduled shortly.
· 304 Los Angeles Hall of Records is up for review. A discussion took place as the members debated whether it can be a viable location.
· Steve Alford is operating it on an interim basis and suggests that it gets extended for another six months.

Development of New and Existing Facilities Including Upgrades and Remodels
· There is nothing new to report.
· DGS is making some improvements on the Ronald Reagan Building; we will notify the committee if there are updates.
· Escape Shack in San Diego
· There are no updates. BEP continues to work with the Navy to find a new location.
· The EPA building was discussed, and the Committee agreed with the Department’s decision to allow Jack Champlin’s spouse to operate the facility while the status of equipment needing repair is inventoried and addressed as well as to give the vendor’s widow an opportunity to settle the vendor’s accounts including vendors interest in equipment and inventory.
· The Committee is in favor of Margo Champlin operating the facility until the aforementioned tasks are completed.  

Potential New Facilities
· State colleges: A follow-up letter is in the final review stages of being written.
· The QLDC will receive a copy of the letter when it is completed.
· BEP received a copy of the contract that Sacramento State has with University Enterprise.
· Sacramento State will remain a location that will receive the focus of the BEP to do business with the State colleges.
· Zach Mundy, David Burr, and Carlene Guzman toured the Dublin Prison facility.
· The staff of the prison were amiable and understood the Randolph-Sheppard priority.
· Rocio Fonceca requested that the BEP explore the possibility of putting vending machines in the Honey Lake Roadside Rest area on highway 395.
· Rocio shared with the Committee that she contacted Caltrans regarding vending services in the Honey Lake Roadside Rest Area, and Caltrans said they are not interested. The Department will follow-up with their point of contact
· The Department will reach out to Cal Trans and discuss the possibility. 
· Rocio also asked BEP to explore Herlong Prison.
· Tristen Kelley stated that David and Zach’s focus is the Federal Prison in Dublin. David added that once BEP sets precedent they can pursue other prisons.    
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Waivers
· The California Lottery requested an extension on a waiver. 
· It will be discussed at the next meeting.
