MEETING SUMMARY

Welcome and Roll Call
· Barbara Moore welcomed the attendees and a roll call was taken.

Updates on Interim Locations
Kelly Snow provided the following report:
· 304 Los Angeles County Hall of Records and the State Building in Van Nuys was awarded to Steve Alford in April of 2019. The Interim status expired in October of 2019.
· No changes in operating vendors will be made to interim locations until the COVID-19 Pandemic crisis has passed

Zach Mundy provided the following report:
· BEP is working with the Navy on the Government Administrations facility in San Diego.
· The building is scheduled for occupancy in November.
· Nine vending machines will be installed.
· There is storage at the facility.
· It will be announced in the next month or two.
· It will most likely be announced as an Interim.

David Burr provided a status report on two buildings going up in downtown Sacramento:
· One building is at O Street and 12th and the other is on P Street.
· DGS originally planned to have multiple vendors in each building.
· BEP made it clear to all parties that only one vendor could serve each building and building management agrees.
· O Street Building
· It is expected to open in late December. 
· The building management would like to have a vendor in place no later than early January.
· There will be 2 food kiosks.
· There will be a “Star Bucks-like” space that is accessible to the public. 
· 1350 people are expected to be in the building.
· It is expected to be announced as an interim.
· P Street Building
· It is scheduled to open in June of 2021
· 3500 people are expected to occupy the building
· The location is expected to be announced as an interim.

· The machines in the Sierra Conservation Center accept cash.
· The machines at Mule Creek Prison are cash less.
