Subject:	Department of Rehabilitation's Response to the CVPC Motions from the March 19 and 20, 2019 Meeting.

This memo responds to the motion memo, dated March 25, 2019 from the March 19 and 20, 2019 meeting.  The Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) has taken into careful and serious account the motions provided by the California Vendors Policy Committee (CVPC).  Below, I have responded to the motions that relate to the CVPC's responsibility to participate in DOR's major administrative decisions or policy or program development as described in Title 9, California Code of Regulations (CCR), section 7226.3 in light of DOR’s ultimate responsibility and accountability for the program as described in CCR Section 7226.4.

MOTION 2019.1
A motion was made to approve the minutes from the CVPC meeting held in December 2018.

District 2 (yes); District 3 (yes); District 4 (yes); District 5 (yes); District 8 (yes). The motion passed.

MOTION 2019.2
[bookmark: _Hlk4423061]Move that pursuant to the Public Record Act, the CVPC Chair request the name of any entity, organization or person who has asked for vendor’s financial or other information and report it to the Committee. This information must be obtained from DOR on quarterly basis, on time for each CVPC meeting.

Action: Moved by District 2 and seconded by District 5.
District 2 (yes); District 3 (yes); District 4 (abstain); District 5 (yes); District 7 (yes); District 8 (yes). The motion passed.

DOR Response: The Public Records Act (PRA) does not provide for a standing request for records that will be generated at a future date. If the CVPC Chair wishes to request the name of any entity, organization or person who has asked for vendor’s financial or other information during the quarter, the Chair must submit a PRA request each quarter to the Department’s Public Information Office (PIO) to obtain available records in the Department’s possession that are responsive to the request. The Chair should specify in the PRA request the date range of the records being sought. To have the information available for a CVPC meeting, it is recommended that the CVPC Chair make the PRA request at least two weeks in advance to the PIO.

MOTION 2019.3
The QLDC voted to waive the following four locations:
· High Desert State Prisons Susanville and California Correctional Center Cafeterias were waived for five years.
· Pelican Bay State Prison; the snack bar was waived.
· California Department of Public Health in Richmond was waived for three years.
· Department of State Hospitals in Coalinga, cafeteria.

Action: District 4 moved that CVPC ratify the waivers that were recommended by the QLDC. The motion was seconded by District 3.
District 2 (yes); District 3 (yes); District 4 (yes); District 5 (yes); District 7 (yes); District 8 (yes). The motion passed.

DOR Response: No response required as the motion applies to the CVPC operating procedures.

MOTION 2019.4
Move that the CVPC requests 10 days extension on the deadline set for March 20, 2019 by the USPS arbitration. The purpose of this extension is for the Executive Committee to be able to consult with the CVPC’s Legal Representative. Upon termination of this extension (March 30) the CVPC’s Legal Representative will inform the Department the CVPC’s choice and decision.

Action: District 4 moved and District 5 seconded.
District 2: (no); District 3: (yes); District 4: (yes); District 5: (yes); District 7: (yes); District 8, (no). The motion passed.

DOR Response: DOR agrees to the extension and has received the CVPC’s recommendation through its legal representative, Mr. Scott LaBarre, via email on March 27, 2019. The CVPC’s recommendation, as provided by Mr. LaBarre, is to pursue Option 2, in which “DOR will present to USPS a statewide vending agreement with USPS and work with USPS to enter into this agreement as soon as reasonable.” 

MOTION 2019.5
Move that all future CVPC elections be overseen by an unbiased outside entity who specializes in conducting elections.

Action: District 3 moved the motion. District 2 seconded it.

DOR Response: Pursuant to CCR Section 7211 (a)(18), the Director will identify and appoint either a departmental employee or an independent agent under contract with the Department to conduct the CVPC election no later than September 2019. Should a departmental employee be appointed, s/he shall be part of a three-member election panel, with the two other members being vendors who are not nominees and approved by the CVPC. Should an independent agent be appointed, the contract will be with another state entity independent of DOR, in compliance with Government Code section 19130 regarding the standards for use of personal service contracts.
