Ethics Training Course
California Government Code section 11146-11146.4 states that anyone who files the Form 700 SEI must take an ethics training course. Filers must complete an ethics training course within six months of being hired. For ongoing service, filers must complete the course once every two years.
1. Filers who completed the Ethics Training course between January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017, must complete the training and file the certificate January 1, 2019 through December 31, 2019.  
1. For Ethics Training course completed from January 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018, filers must complete the training and file the certificate by June 30, 2020.

1. Provide your supervisor with a copy of the certificate of completion for placement in your supervisor's personnel file.
1. For the Ethics Training certificates not received, after the third notification, a notice will be sent to the immediate supervisor. After the fourth notice, a notice will be sent to the District Administrator or Chief.
