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Section 7216.3 Adding a Satellite Site to an Existing Primary Vending Facility (Proposed by Willie Shoemaker)

(a)	The Business Enterprises Program for the Blind, hereafter BEP, may consider adding sites, as defined in Section 7211(a)(38), to a current Vendor’s primary site as defined in Section 7211(a)(36), when it has determined that a satellite site(s):
	(1)	Is not likely to produce, within a reasonable period of time, an adequate net income as defined in section 7211(a)(2) of these regulations. 
(2) 	Is not a site suitable to be added and consolidated to a newly created facility to be circulated as a primary site.
(b) 	In order for a Vendor to qualify for considering adding a satellite site to their current vending facility, certain conditions must be in place with the Vendor’s vending facility: 
(1) The Vendor’s vending facility, and the satellite site, must be within 50 miles of each other unless the Program Manager, along with active participation with the CVPC could waive this issue.
(2) The Vendor applying for the satellite site must be in good standing with the BEP according to these regulations.
(c) The BEP shall announce the availability of a satellite site with the intention of adding it to a Vendor’s vending facility in accordance with section 7214 of these regulations. A temporary facility number, as defined in section 7211(a)(21) of these regulations, shall be assigned to the vending facility at that time.
(d) After the satellite site has been awarded to the Vendor’s existing single vending facility, the temporary facility number is removed from the satellite site and the satellite site is permanently part of the Vendor’s vending facility.
(e) When applying for a satellite, a business plan is not required during the interviewing process.
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
