UPDATE: STATE OF THE DAC'S REPORT:  SDAC developed an online survey for DAC Chairs to complete.  It will be mailed to all agency Directors this spring with a request for their DAC Chair to complete the survey.  The results will be reported at the September 26, 2019 SDAC meeting.  They will also be put into a State of the DAC's report which will be prepared and released in approximately November, 2019.

UPDATE: DAC MEMBER TRAINING COURSE:  Eighty percent (80%) of the SDAC video for new DAC members is edited, open captioned, and ready to be assembled into the final version.  Many DAC's, and dozens of members of DAC's have participated.  This "crowd sourced" training video will be great!  The video should be released by the end of May.  It will be a great way for members of DAC's to learn their role, and to get good ideas for running a successful DAC. 

UPDATE: SDAC ELECTIONS: At the November 21, 2019 meeting, candidates for SDAC Chair, or Co-Chair will have the opportunity to introduce themselves, talk about their involvement with SDAC and also their DAC, and describe their goals if they are elected.  After the meeting, state agency DAC Chairs will be asked to vote online.  Election results will be announced mid-December.  NOTE: If you are considering being a candidate, please contact Eric Nelson, in order to work up your candidate's presentation for the November 21 meeting (enelson@cccco.edu). 

UPDATE: START-A-DAC PROGRAM: SDAC mentor to DAC's, Delia Bolinder (also Chair of the DMV DAC) will give an update.  Presently we are working with multiple agencies to start or revitalize their DAC.  Delia will share some examples of how she helps DAC's. 

LEGISLATION UPDATE: Anne Parke, Emeritus Chair of the Department of Public Health DAC, and long time SDAC supporter will provide this essential information.  This is always a great part of our meetings. 

ACSED UPDATE: Dan Clark, President of ACSED.  Learn what ACSED is doing for state workers with disabilities.  These updates are always very interesting as ACSED does a lot of important work, including directly with CalHR, the Legislature, etc.
