UPDATE: DAC MEMBER TRAINING COURSE:  The script is done.  DAC's are now being recruited to film one of the 10 segments.  These will be put together in order to make the DAC member training course.  Eric will send the script out, and seek DAC volunteers right after the meeting. This will be an awesome way for dozens of DAC members to help explain the mission and work of DAC's.  

UPDATE: START-A-DAC PROGRAM: SDAC mentor to DAC's, Delia Bolinder (also Chair of the DMV DAC) will give an update.  Presently we are working with multiple agencies to start or revitalize their DAC.  Delia will share some examples of how she helps DAC's.

SUSAN TURQUIST, Chair of the Department of Business Oversight DAC, will present an interesting view on hidden disabilities. 

KIM LEW, Chair of the Emergency Medical Services Authority DAC, will lead a discussion on sharing articles and pictures between DAC newsletters.  She will also talk about the SDAC newsletter listserv and how to join.  The listserv is for DAC newsletter editors, writers, and photographers.
