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Department of Rehabilitation Budget 
The Department of Rehabilitation’s (DOR) enacted budget for fiscal year (FY) 2018-19 is $463.5 million. Funding for vocational rehabilitation consumer services is $183 million. The DOR continues to operate under a Federal Order of Selection process, and will be providing services to individuals in Priority Category One, eligible individuals with the most significant disabilities, and Priority Category Two, eligible individuals with significant disabilities, who apply on or before June 30, 2019, and Priority Category Three, eligible individuals with disabilities who applied on or before June 30, 2017, including individuals who are on the Waiting List.

Total revised Budget for FY 2018-19 is $463,454 and includes:
· General Fund - $64,649
· Federal Funds - $384,472 including ($15,736) in Local Assistance
· Other funds – total of $14,333 including Reimbursements ($10,080), Vending Stand Fund ($3,361) and Traumatic Brain Injury Fund ($892).

Program Changes
Traumatic Brain Injury Fund
· The Budget transfers a one-time augmentation of $800,000 from the State Penalty Fund to TBI fund for FY 18-19. This augmentation will replace the 0.66% of State Penalty funds for this one year.
· The Budget reflects a reduction of $222,000 in the TBI fund for FY 2018-19.

Approved Spring Finance Letters (SFLs) for FY 2018-19
Disability Access Business Engagement
· Granted three permanent full-time positions and $400,000 increase in reimbursement budget authority to increase employment, independence, and access for individuals with disabilities in state and local government and private sector.

California Public Utilities Commission:  Increase in Reimbursement Authority
· Granted an additional $2,000,000 in reimbursement authority for FY 18-19 and FY 19-20 to assist the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) in administering the Deaf and Disabled Telecommunications Program (DDTP).


Vending Stand Fund Expenditure Authority Increase
· Granted an increase to the Vending Stand Fund (VSF) expenditure authority by $1 million in FY 18-19 and annually thereafter to allow the Department to use the accumulated VSF to fund the Business Enterprises Program’s (BEP) expenditure.
