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Department of Rehabilitation Budget
The Department of Rehabilitation’s (DOR) proposed budget for fiscal year (FY) 2020-2021 is $484 million. Funding for vocational rehabilitation consumer services is $186.4 million. The DOR continues to operate under a Federal Order of Selection process, and will be providing services to individuals in Priority Category One, eligible individuals with the most significant disabilities; Priority Category Two, eligible individuals with significant disabilities, who apply on or before June 30, 2020; and Priority Category Three, eligible individuals with disabilities who applied on or before August 31,2019, including individuals who are current on the Waiting List, shall be served in addition to those individuals declared eligible by Declaration dated June 21, 2019.

Budget Change Proposals
1. Extension of Reimbursement Authority for the Deaf and Disabled Telecommunications Program
· Requests to extend $2,000,000 reimbursement authority for FY 2020-21 to support 2.7 limited-term positions and continue implementation of California Public Utilities Commission Deaf and Disabled Telecommunications Program providing speech generating devices to Californians with speech disabilities via an interagency agreement. This request is in furtherance of the California Health and Human Services Agency’s strategic priorities of ‘Building a Healthy California for All’ and ‘Improving the Lives of California’s Most Vulnerable.’  
2. Systems and Privacy Protections
· Requests four (4) permanent full-time positions and $670,000 ongoing General Fund to provide dedicated services towards agency-wide design and implementation of modern technologies to meet the California Department of Technology standards and enhance current protections of Californians’ personal information. This request is in furtherance of the California Health and Human Services Agency’s guiding principles, ‘Adopting a Culture of Collaboration and Innovation’, ‘Use Data to Drive Action’, and ‘Put the Person Back in Person-Centered.’

The DOR is allocated 1,888.7 total positions.
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
