(29 U.S.C. § 722, subd. (c)(5)(B), 34 C.F.R. § 361.57, subd. (f)(1).) The following Administrative Law Judges (ALJs), employed by the Office of Administrative Hearings, are presented to the State Rehabilitation Council to include on the list of Impartial Hearing Officers. The Office of Administrative Hearings has confirmed that the Administrative Law Judges listed below have completed the required training necessary to conduct mediations and administrative hearings.

ALJ Jami Teagle-Burgos has been an Administrative Law Judge with the San Diego regional office of the Office of Administrative Hearings since August 2019.
