Agenda Item 4: Review the Mission Statement for the TBI Registry Subcommittee

The committee discussed various forms of the mission statement and agreed on the following:
The California Traumatic Brain Injury Registry gathers demographic and clinical data on traumatic brain injuries (TBI) to guide public policy and improve the quality of life of all Californians affected by TBI.
DOR staff will send the mission statement to all committee members to verify the wording is correct as to what they agreed to during the meeting, for verification purposes only.

Agenda Item 5: Potential Data Elements
Daniel Ignacio, Chair
Tom McGinnis and Elizabeth Winward from the California Trauma Registry called into the meeting on September 27, 2019. They indicated that the California Trauma Registry uses the National Trauma Data Bank (NTDB) and there are common data elements that all trauma centers gather and report quarterly (mandated) and they would be willing to provide us data based on the data elements that the committee would like data on. There are data elements capture demographic specifics, injury specifics, nature of the incident and medical service specifics.  Dr. Bennet Omalu feels some of the data is not necessary to track consumers through their recovery to evaluate how the consumer is progressing with time. He would like to add the Glasgow Outcome Scale, which is a scale that groups patients by the objective degree of recovery. Daniel Ignacio mentioned that other states use their collected data to support an additional tax (i.e. Missouri collects $2.00 from all traffic tickets that goes to the head injury fund). Dr. Bennet Omalu mentioned that suicide is now the highest cause of TBI in the United States.
