1. Welcome and Introductions	
Chair Todd Higgins called meeting to order at 1:36 pm and a meeting quorum was established. 

1. Review and discuss former California Traumatic Brain Needs Assessments
Chair, Todd Higgins welcomed members and discussed his prior experience working the TBI subcommittee and he informed members to be aware of the challenges ahead.  

Chair, Higgins opened discussion on the California Traumatic Brain Injury Planning Project document from 2002 and the Strategic Plan Document from 2010. Members discussed the significance of the documents before the TBI grant was transitioned from the Department of Mental Health to the Department of Rehabilitation.

Member Dr. Degeneffe said the 2002 TBI Survey had the most relevance for the subcommittee and he said there were many interesting outcomes. For example, the population to demographics in California and he mentioned the document identified many issues related to TBI. Further, he said the 2002 TBI Survey document was a good starting point to develop the TBI assessment foundation and the document could be used to go beyond. Member Hansen agreed with the assessment and said it would be a good model to follow. 

Chair Higgins asked for subcommittee volunteers to review the 2002 California Traumatic Brain Injury Project document a little closer and identify what questions were answered and determine which questions were not answered. He also requested that the results be summarized into a shorter summary. Member Dr. Degeneffe and member Hansen agreed to take on the task. Members also agreed to take a closer look at the May 2010 Advancing Californians Traumatic Brain Injury Service System Next Steps document and add additional questions to the final summary. The timeline to complete this task will be discussed at the May 20 full committee meeting. Member Dr. Degeneffe said this would be a good starting point and suggested the subcommittee add a current perspective given the reports were completed in 2002 and 2010 respectively. Members’ agreed. 

1. Review and discuss other needs assessment tools
[bookmark: _GoBack]Chair Higgins opened discussion on the National Association of State Head Injury Administrations (NBASHIA) document. This document summarized what other state programs were completed in 2014 and the document also outlined what other states or doing to develop funding stream services.  

Member Hansen was very satisfied with what other states were doing because specific examples were provided. For example, Colorado provided a great example on case management services and there was a good example of the day program services and psychological services. Susan recommended that the TBI subcommittee work focus on specific services rather than more advisory council bureaucracy. Member Hansen said most funding appeared to come from Driving Under the Influence (D.U.I) penalties and she would like to know what happens to those penalties in California. Specifically, she wanted to know if additional funding can be obtained from D.U.I penalties and traffic violations. Chair Higgins said discussing D.U.I funding streams is far ahead of where we are today. 

Chair Higgins suggested members evaluate how Colorado developed their TBI needs assessment tools and determine what was done to provide funding for specific TBI services. Member Hansen was impressed with the Texas in-patient and out-patient assistance services and how medication, assistive technology and transportation services are handled. She said Texas should be another state to consider.  

1. Review and Discuss other model state TBI programs
Member Williams agreed to review both reports and identify what the top five states are doing to develop TBI needs assessment tools. Member Williams will complete a summary report with specific examples of services provided to the full committee meeting on May 20.

DOR staff member Ortega agreed to locate two TBI centers to provide an overview of their center and discuss their challenges as it relates to a need’s assessment survey by the next meeting. 

1. Decide what other needs assessment tool should be used for a new statewide needs survey

Chair Higgs plans to share the TBI Needs Assessment subcommittee findings with the full committee and he would like to evaluate the project progress from members: Dr. Degeneffe, Hansen, and Williams before the next meeting. This approach will provide guidance and direction for the subcommittee before a recommendation is made to the full committee in August or September.
