3. Recap of the five-funding stream services for other states provided by member Eric Williams with a list of recommend state that require additional investigation

Member Williams recapped the five-funding stream for other states and said that the TBI services provided by the states included: 
· Public education, awareness, prevention and research
· Case Management and neuropsychological evaluation
· Rehabilitation services including physical, occupational, speech and cognition
· Psychological services for survivors and family members
· Supported, assisted and future employment

Member Williams informed members that eight states Alabama, Arizona, Florida, Illinois, Maine, New Jersey and Vermont would require additional research to determine the type of TBI services offered. 

Team lead Higgins recommend members compare and contrast the funding streams for other states with the TBI State Partnership Program Needs Assessment document from the Administration for Community Living and to determine what other needs assessment members may want to consider. Members should make a list of states that have TBI resources assessment surveys for committee members to review. Member Higgins found that Colorado was interesting because Colorado was focusing on populations that were difficult to access. Members also agreed there also vast areas in California that may require further research later.

DOR staff member informed members that we would work with DOR executive staff to locate ACL contact information for members to inquire about additional TBI services, funding streams and to obtain additional information from each state.
