Traumatic Brain Injury Program
Background
In 1988, the California Legislature passed Senate Bill (SB) 2232, which authorized initial funding of $500,000 for a four-site traumatic brain injury (TBI) pilot project to be administered by the Department of Mental Health (DMH), which was eventually transferred to the Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) who currently oversees the funding. The intent of the law was to demonstrate the effectiveness of a coordinated service approach that furthers the goal of assisting individuals with TBI to attain productive, independent lives that may include paid employment.
The Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) provides leadership and direction to promote employment, independence, and equality for people with traumatic brain injury (TBI).  DOR’s cross-disability, independent living philosophy, and experience and expertise in administering vocational rehabilitation and independent living services provide a supportive environment to meet the growing needs of Californians with TBI.  The Independent Living section oversees the program.
The legislation was amended in 1999 to add three more sites, and the $500,000 funding cap was lifted in the year 2000 after another amendment to SB 2232. All seven sites received funding from the California Traumatic Brain Injury Fund, established by Section 1464 of the Penal Code. The legislation stated that 0.66% of the state penalty funds would be contributed to the TBI Fund. In the 2017-18 California State Budget, the existing statutory formula (.66% for TBI) was removed and direct appropriations from the Fund were made to various departments, including the DOR’s TBI program.	
In 2018, the program was extended through July 2024. In January 2019 the Governor’s proposed budget includes $1.2 million from the General Fund for TBI. By switching from the State Penalty Fund to the General Fund (a more sustainable funding source) the DOR will be able to provide $150k per approved site for services to consumers in 2019-2020.

Program Overview
The Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) provides leadership and direction to promote employment, independence, and equality for people with traumatic brain injury (TBI). DOR’s cross-disability, independent living philosophy, and experience and expertise in administering vocational rehabilitation and independent living services provide a supportive environment to meet the growing needs of Californians with TBI. 
For more than twenty years, the TBI program sites have provided unique pre-vocational and community reintegration services that help bridge the gap for post-acute services needed by individuals with TBI who are not eligible for nursing facilities, in-patient care programs, or DOR’s Vocational Rehabilitation program. In addition, the TBI sites provide leadership to establish new services and partnerships for TBI survivors in their communities. 
TBI disables six times more people each year than spinal cord injuries, multiple sclerosis, HIV/AIDS, and breast cancer combined. California’s TBI resources empower individuals with brain injuries to be participating citizens essential to our community’s social and economic success.
Services
Each local TBI site provides five core services to individuals who have sustained a brain injury:
	Community reintegration
	Services designed to develop, maintain, increase, or maximize independent functioning, with the goal of living in the community and participating in community life.

	Supported living services
	Designed to increase a participant’s independent living skills. Includes supervision, support, and training in the participant’s place of residence or other setting

	Vocational supportive services
	A method of providing vocational rehabilitation and related services to individuals not served or underserved by existing vocational rehabilitation services.

	Information and referral
	Resources, advocacy, problem-solving, and locally based options.

	Public and professional education
	Building awareness of TBI to facilitate early identification, prompt referral and improvement of the system of services available. 
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
