1. Welcome and Introductions

2. Approval of Meeting Minutes

3. Foundations that can Assist with Funding
Currently looking for long term funding programs. 
· Megan – expanding the registry to include a housing component to help match up people with housing needs with available housing. Hospitals would have this information and would match individuals and we would receive a fee for service. 
· Bennet – Actress, Emelia Clark who formed a foundation (Same You) had reached out to Dr. Bennet Omalu. She had episodes of aneurysms and founded a foundation for those with brain injuries. We can reach out to her foundation which is also International. All private funding will eventually fizzle away and legislative backing will be needed.
· Victor - Try to get a waiver that is specific to TBI network and if you need these services you could potentially have those services be Medical reimbursable. The board needs to determine how much funding is needed and how was the amount determined.
· Todd –Look at other states and their funding systems. Possibly reach out to Sierra Health or Kaiser and maybe establish a trust fund though legislative action. Long term, good to get a trust fund established through the legislature. 
· Tanya – Previously suggested by someone else, ride share fees for scooters and bikes.
· DOR staff cannot engage with Legislators to promote a TBI proposal; however, as board members who are private citizens, board members can engage with Legislators.
· Katie – Suggested finding funding that will also have sustainable funding rather than a penalty fund that has the plan to decrease over time.

4. Approving Mission Statement
