Trauma registries report quarterly and hospital emergency rooms reports monthly. Reponses from letters sent out were higher when they appeared to come from a state agency. Cost is minimal to send out letters and the actual Registry is run by the Health Department. Sub-lead Shinoda asked for a copy of the annual report and suggested we get the California Brain Injury Association involved with our full committee board.
